The performance features the Church of St. Mary the Virgin’s Music Director and resident
organist James Kennerley on the Church’s magnificent Aeolian-Skinner organ, as well as a
group of outstanding vocal soloists, including four members of the New York City Master
Chorale: soprano Paige Cutrona, mezzo-soprano Nancy Strohmeyer, tenor Douglas R. Benoit
and baritone Skip Teel. The New York City Master Chorale will be joined by countertenor and
2009 - 2010 Fulbright Scholar in the Arts Augustine Mercante for this performance.
